2. If you continue the relevant activities after the licence has been surrendered, you may be committing an offence under the Environmentally Hazardous Chemicals Act 1985. Penalties for offences under the Act can be up to $137,500 for a corporation and up to $66,000 for an individual.

It is an offence to supply any information in this form that is false or misleading in a material respect, or to certify a statement that is false or misleading in a material respect. For this offence, there is a maximum penalty of $250,000 for a corporation or $120,000 for an individual.
